Water Incident Research Alliance
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“Every year, about 500 people in Canada drown and thousands more are injured on
Canada’s waterways, in private pools and community waterfront locations. The cost of
treating these entirely preventable injuries is more than $200 million. The mandate of the
Water Incident Research Alliance (WIRA) is to collect and provide statistical data on deaths
and injuries related to water. With that information in hand, prevention and intervention
organizations such as the Canadian Red Cross, Lifesaving Society and Canadian Coast
Guard can create targeted and more effective water-safety campaigns.

An investment in an organization such as WIRA pays for itself many times over. There is
now a single source of information on water-related deaths and injuries in Canada, and
WIRA’s information benefits the hundreds of other organizations that take on the prevention
and education aspects of water safety. Insurers’ commitment to WIRA, a relatively new
organization, has meant that we can continue to focus our efforts on research and
data collection without having to spend as much time preoccupied with fund
development.”

Minimizing the effects of severe weather and earthquakes:
The Institute for Catastrophic Loss Reduction (ICLR)

Established by Canada’s home, car and business insurers, ICLR works with its partners to
minimize life and property loss caused by severe weather and earthquakes. ICLR sponsors
research and education to improve Canadians’ capacity to adapt to, anticipate, withstand
and recover from natural disasters.

Be Smart. Be Safe. is a collective effort on the part of Canada�s home, car and

business insurers to communicate important safety messages to Canadians. It also

supports the work of existing local injury prevention groups. The goal is to help

Canadians prevent injuries in the home, on the road and at play.

Save Your Neck program has 
taught thousands of drivers how proper 
headrest adjustment can reduce whiplash.
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Over the years, the insurance industry�s commitment to injury prevention 

has helped bring about seatbelt and anti-drinking-and-driving legislation and

introduce graduated driver licensing. Now the industry aims to reduce

accidental injuries, a serious concern in Canada. These preventable injuries 

cost Canadians about $8.7 billion per year. The Be Smart. Be Safe. program 

is travelling to many communities across the country to demonstrate to

Canadians what they can do to prevent injuries. One of the first stops for the

program was Truro, Nova Scotia where, among other displays and events, the

program featured ice rescue demonstrations by a leading water-safety expert. 

In addition to giving people important, even life-saving, knowledge, Be Smart.

Be Safe. helps fund local safety efforts. For example, at an event in Truro,

insurers donated $6,000 to the Truro Mite Football Association to ensure that

all the children are outfitted with the proper helmets. 

Also, insurers donated an Oceanid Rapid Deployment Craft to the Truro Fire

Department. The 15-foot craft inflates in seconds and is designed to help

rescue victims stranded in open water or broken ice.

To extend the reach of the program beyond individual communities, insurers

also supported a national injury prevention advertising campaign from January

to April 2006. Television ads featuring Be Smart. Be Safe. events ran during

popular programs, such as Hockey Night in Canada. Radio ads communicated

the same injury prevention message as the television commercials. For more

information, or to view or listen to the ads, visit www.besmartbesafe.ca.

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Among Canada�s home, car and business insurers, there are as

many approaches to giving back to the community as there are

companies. Some choose a targeted approach, giving only to

those organizations within a certain scope, while others will

consider any reasonable request. Insurers� community support

ranges from a one-time donation to taking on the primary

responsibility for an organization.

Many companies have programs to match the money raised by

employees. In some cases, the program is for specific events; in

others, any charity is acceptable. For example, one company has

a �Dollars for Doers� program that encourages volunteerism in the

community. After volunteering 100 hours in a one-year period,

employees may apply for a donation to the organization for which

they volunteer. A number of other companies match employee

donations dollar-for-dollar, up to as much as $1,000 per employee

per calendar year. One of these companies spent $56,000 in

2004 on this program alone. The organizations that benefit from

these programs are too numerous to count.
